(GAR RULES)
GAR RULE 1: Purpose of the Rules

a.
The primary purpose of the rules shall be to facilitate the proceedings of the Arrowhead Model United Nations Association (AMUN) by focusing debate and action upon the substantive issues under consideration. These rules shall not be utilized either to cause prolonged delay or to divert unduly the efforts of the several AMUN organs from concentration upon these substantive issues.

b.
The presiding officer of each AMUN organ may invoke Rule 1a when, in his or her judgment, the Rules are being used for purposes not in accord with the fundamental interests of AMUN and its stated purposes.  A presiding officer may declare that a representative's actions are "dilatory" in the sense that they detract from the substantive business of an AMUN organ, and there shall be no right of appeal from a presiding officer's ruling in this respect. A finding of "dilatory action" shall have the effect of bringing about an end to the representative's action that led to the ruling on "dilatory" behaviour.

GAR RULE 2: Credentials and Registration Fees

a.
The credentials of each representative shall be deemed fully valid for purposes of discussion and voting upon the issuance of a badge provided by the host institution at the time of registration.

b.
Each badge shall state the name of the United Nations member-state represented by its bearer, her or his name as it appears on the official list of representatives compiled by the Secretariat, and the college or university of the representative.

c.
No officially designated member-state or representative may be deprived of the rights and privileges of membership by an AMUN organ.

d.
Badges shall be issued only to those student representatives whose college or university or other source of funds shall have remitted the registration fee(s) set by the host

e.
An identification badge shall also be issued to each attending faculty advisor, to each presiding officer, to each member of the AMUN Secretariat, to each distinguished guest, to each organization accorded Official Observer status, and to any other official AMUN participant.

f.
The Secretariat of the host institution shall verify and certify the validity of delegate, advisor, and other credentials.

GAR RULE 3: AMUN Organs

The official organs of AMUN shall be: (a) the Plenary Session of the General Assembly; (b) four of the Main Committees of the General Assembly, namely, the Political and Security Committee (First Committee), the Economic and Financial Committee (Second Committee), the Social, Humanitarian and Cultural Committee (Third Committee), the Environmental Committee (Fourth Committee); (c) the Security Council; and (d) the Secretariat.

The 2011 conference will also include a human rights council on a one-year trial basis.  The council will use Chicago Conference procedures to define topics but AMUNC parliamentary procedures and rules for other purposes.  The host institution in 2011 will identify 1-2 topics and relay appropriate information to participants.  The 2011 host is authorized to set aside temporarily (e.g. for one year) any AMUNC rules that impede with the creation and/or implementation of the human rights council.  (Note: This provision shall be removed from the rules after the 2011 conference unless it is amended or/and extended by official action of the Arrowhead Model United Nations Association).

GAR RULE 4: Sessions of AMUN Organs

The sessions of each AMUN organ shall be held at those times and places designated by the Secretariat.

GAR RULE 5: Secretariat

a.
The membership of the Secretariat shall consist of those persons designated by the host institution.

b.
The authority and responsibility of the Secretariat shall be:  (1) to act as the planning, organizing, and administrative agency of AMUN; (2) to provide information and assistance to the several delegations and AMUN officials during the AMUN sessions; and (3) to perform those additional duties and exercise such authority as are specified elsewhere in these Rules.

GAR RULE 6: Presiding Officers

a.
The President of the General Assembly, the President of the Security Council, and the presiding officer of each of the four Main Committees of the General Assembly shall be persons designated by the Secretariat in advance of the AMUN sessions.

b.
In the absence of a duly designated President or other presiding officer, the Legal Secretary (see GAR Rule 7) or another person designated by the Secretariat shall preside.

GAR RULE 7: Legal Secretary and Rapporteur

a.
The Secretariat of the host institution shall appoint a Legal Secretary for each AMUN organ. 

b.
The responsibilities of the Legal Secretaries shall include: ( 1 ) the counting and recording of the vote on each resolution and each motion; (2) the calling of the role of the AMUN member-states at the beginning of each session and in the event of roll-call votes; and (3) such other duties as the appropriate Presiding Officer or the Secretariat of the host institution may assign.

c.  
Each committee shall select a Rapporteur as early as practical, but no later than the end of the first day of committee meetings.   The responsibilities of the Rapporteur are to report the resolutions adopted and other actions taken by the appropriate Main Committee or by the Security Council, such reporting to be accomplished at the beginning of the final plenary session of the General Assembly.

GAR Rule 8: Delegations

Each delegation shall represent one (1) United Nations member-state as assigned by the Secretariat prior to the sessions of AMUN, and shall be composed of one delegate per each organ (GAR Rule 3) upon which the delegation’s member-state is represented.

GAR RULE 9: Official Observer Status

a.
In advance of the sessions, the Secretariat shall designate those groups or organizations that shall have Official Observer status during the proceedings.  No action shall be required by any AMUN organ to assign such status to any group nor to deny Official Observer status to any group so designated by the Secretariat.

b.
The representatives of those groups enjoying Official Observer status may participate in debate and discussion in each AMUN organ, without the right to vote on any matter or to take part in any formal proceeding such as the sponsorship of Resolutions or the offering of amendments.  Representatives of Official Observers may submit resolutions to the Secretariat for inclusion in the agenda.  Such resolutions shall be introduced for discussion and action by a committee only if a member state agrees to sponsor the resolution, officially, by notifying the appropriate chair in writing.
GAR RULE 10: Communication During AMUN Sessions

a.
Pages displaying identification badges shall be available at all sessions of each AMUN organ.  The pages shall carry written communications from one member-state delegation to another, from a delegation to any AMUN presiding officer or other official, or to delegations meeting in other locations at the same time.

b.
The sender shall indicate a desire to dispatch a written message by raising his or her hand, displaying a clearly addressed and properly signed note.

c.
A representative may raise a "point of order" if he or she should receive a written communication from another delegation that is frivolous in the sense that it contains personal remarks or otherwise is unrelated to the official business of AMUN. The presiding officer may call a representative to order on the grounds that frivolous communications constitute an affront to the dignity and decorum of an international diplomatic assembly.

d.
The presiding officer of each AMUN organ shall call a representative to order if he or she should move about the room during the proceedings or communicate orally with other persons while the organ is officially in session. Each presiding officer shall ensure order at all time so that speakers may be heard and respected as distinguished representatives of sovereign states and so that AMUN business shall proceed in an orderly, uninterrupted and dignified manner.

GAR Rule 11: Format and Deadlines For Resolutions

a.
Each resolution sponsored by a member-state delegation or delegations shall conform to the format prescribed in advance of the sessions by the Secretariat and must conform to proper and standard use of the English language.

b.
Resolutions submitted by member-state delegations must accurately reflect the policy positions of their respective governments.

c.
The Secretariat may reject any resolution that does not conform to the guidelines in GAR Rule 11. The fact that a delegation has submitted a resolution does not confer the right to have it accepted by the Secretariat for inclusion in the packet of resolutions to be considered by the organs of AMUN.

d.
Resolutions shall be sent to the Secretariat by the date specified by the office of the Secretariat.  Resolutions received after the deadline shall not be accepted, inasmuch as the Secretariat must have ample time to reproduce the resolutions and distribute them to each participating delegation in sufficient time to allow for adequate study prior to the beginning of the sessions.

e.
Resolutions must be submitted in the format defined by the Secretariat.

f.
The Secretariat shall select, from among the resolutions submitted by the member-state delegations, those that shall be considered by the appropriate AMUN organ.  The Secretariat shall also designate 1-2 questions that have Security Council priority.  Resolutions affected by this designation shall be placed at the beginning of the Security Council agenda by the Secretariat.  The decisions of the Secretariat regarding the establishment of agendas shall be final.

g.
In each AMUN organ, the resolutions shall be considered in the sequence in which they shall have been numbered by the Secretariat. "Considered" for this purpose means debated and acted upon (adopted, adopted with amendments, or rejected).

h.
Any attempt to change the order in which resolutions are considered shall be ruled out of order by the presiding officer of each AMUN organ, and the rules may not be suspended in connection with the sequence of resolutions.  (Note: the only exception to this rule occurs when the Security Council has priority as per MCS Rule 21 and SC Rule 23).
i.
The Secretariat shall not rewrite, or edit, any resolution submitted by a member-state delegation.
j.   Each member-state delegation may submit only one (1) resolution in each AMUN organ.

k.
Representatives of Official Observers may submit resolutions to the Secretariat for inclusion in the agenda.  Such resolutions shall be introduced for discussion and action by a committee only if a member state agrees to sponsor the resolution, officially, by notifying the appropriate chair in writing.

GAR Rule 12: Amendments to the Rules

a. 
Host institutions are authorized to make minor, temporary rule modifications and changes to the conference if necessary for the proper functioning of the conference.  Such changes shall not be permanent unless approved at a regular business meeting.
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
